ALICE (Asset Limited, Income Constrained, Employed)
households earn above the federal poverty level but
cannot afford the basic cost of living in their county.
ALICE often earns too much to qualify for government
assistance, and there is no room for emergency
expenses or to save for the future.

In May 2023, United Way of Pennsylvania released an
updated ALICE Report based on data from 2021 which
measures financial hardship across our state supported
by data that assesses the cost of living in every county.
The data sheds light on the struggles ALICE faces

by looking at two budgets — a survival budget and a
stability budget.

This ALICE Report provides the first look at the extent
of financial hardship on ALICE households since the
pandemic began.
